Administrative Issues, Lending Related Returns and Reporting of
Miscellaneous Income

Part I focuses on the mechanics of the IRS compliance program,
lending related returns and 1099MISC reporting. Participants leam how
to:

Deposit Related Returns, Non Resident Alien Issues, Backup
Withholding (B and C Notices) and Common Mistakes in TIN
Matching Procedures

Part I1 is devoted to the deposit side. (Reporting by fiduciaries or payors
of investment interest are not covered.) Common errors in name/TIN
combinations, non resident alien requirements and reporting interest upon
the death of a customer are addressed. The IRS backup withholding
program is explained in detail. Learn what is required when the institution
receives a B- or C-Notice and how documenting compliance efforts can
have a positive on-going affect. Participants learn when to report the
payment of interest, contributions and rollovers to and distributions from
IRAs.
